On Tuesday, September
22nd we will meet at the County Parks Bldg. on
Reservoir Dr. to discuss “community safety and trafhic
issues.” We have heard a lot of concern expressed
about protecting the many young children who live

in our neighborhood, especially in the area around
the Linden/Meigs playground. We also hope to see
residents at our “Taste of the Neighborhood” picnic
on September 20th, from 3PM- 8PM at the Linden/
Meigs playground. I hope to be able to meet as many
residents as possible at these events and discuss how

each of us can help to “sustain” and “enhance” our

healthy middle neighborhood.
